Board of Supervisors Meeting

Brian Sachs, Chairman of the Board of Supervisors, opened the Board of Supervisors meeting at 7:01 PM. In
attendance were Supervisors Aileen Parrish and Bruce Yost, Secretary Carolyn Matalon, Assistant Secretary
Dana Copare, Treasurer Nette Stejskal, Assistant Treasurer Pamela Morgan, Land Trust Mary Beth French,
and Emily Dryden, Planning Commission Members Don Morgan, LBT Residents Bill Maslanka, and Jennifer
Janulewicz.

Road Bids
Nette Stejskal reported that Hunter Warnick received feedback from Asphalt Industries customers that had
CHIP and Fog Seal work completed in the past year. The reviews he received were very positive.

Aileen Parrish made a motion to award the CHIP and Fog Seal equipment contract to Asphalt Industries at the
unit costs for items 1 — 10 for the total amount of $20,400.00. Bruce Yost seconded the motion, and the
motion carried unanimously.

Aileen Parrish made a motion to approve the purchase of the aggregate for CHIP and Fog Seal through
COSTAR purchase program. Bruce Yost seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Aileen Parrish made a motion to approve the purchase of CHIP and Fog Seal emulsion oil through the
COSTAR purchase program. Bruce Yost seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Aileen Parrish made a motion to approve the purchase of the Superpave for the Mill and Patch Road project
through the COSTAR purchase program. Bruce Yost seconded the motion, and the motion carried
unanimously.

New Business

Municipal Oversight of Fire & EMS Merger — On April 14, 2026, Brian Sachs and Nette Stejskal attended
this meeting as representatives for the Township. There was a total of 10 municipalities in attendance. The
fire department consultant offered 3 governance options that they are considering. The fire department
consultant is proposing the creation of a Municipal Advisory Board or a Municipal Authority. The Municipal
Authority could set fees for residents, businesses and schools directly. The merger will take approximately 2
years to implement. Unfortunately, local examples of Fire Prevention Municipal Authority could not be found,
only a local EMS one. There will be more discussions to be had, and more questions asked at the next
meeting which is on May 12, 2026.

Community Service Hours — Carolyn Matalon raised a question on community service hours and public
areas. The Board agrees that there should be a background check on individuals performing community
service hours and the Township should implement a procedure. Carolyn Matalon to create a draft procedure.

2026 PSATS Conference Details — Aileen Parrish and Brian Sachs updated the Board on the PSATS
conference they attended the week of April 20, 2026, in Hershey, Pennsylvania. The main topic of this
conference was datacenters and Al in your hometown. Another topic that was addressed at the conference
was zoning and subdivision. Aileen Parrish to update further at the next meeting.

New London Road (S.R. 896) Horse-Drawn Vehicle Flashing Warning Device Project — Nette Stejskal
presented the Board with the bid details from Bowman. After the Board reviewed the bid received, Aileen
Parrish made a motion to award SR 896 Flashing Warning Devices to Lenni Electric Corporation for
$49,856.00. Bruce Yost seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

896 Corridor Project — Aileen Parrish updated the Board that based on the information that was received from
the AGREM meeting, she can confirm that Franklin Township is unhappy with having the responsibility of
maintaining the proposed lightning required for the roundabout. There are negotiations and discussions with
PennDOT on how to proceed with project.
